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The Lyle Mall is Coming!


Our class will begin learning about economics including wants, needs, consumers, producers, etc. this week. The culminating project will be for each student to create a business that provides goods, services, or both.  (See examples below.)  The students will write a business proposal with parent input. The proposal form is attached to this note.  Parents should discuss the business idea with their child, including production costs, supply needs, and other details. Everyone is encouraged to choose a product or service that will use minimal supplies and be very low cost.


When our class stores open for business the customers will not actually pay for the products/service with their own money. Each storeowner will have his/her bag of coins displayed on the desktop and the customer will “show” how they will pay for the item by counting out the correct amount with the coins on the desk. For this reason, the costs of the goods and services should not be more than $1.50.

On Friday, May 17 each student will open his/her business in our classroom for approximately 2 hours in the morning. Our customers will be about 22 first graders and our classmates. Each student should bring enough supplies so that 40 customers can purchase at least 1 good or service. We will make signs and advertisements in class prior to the grand opening of our awesome businesses.
